Parks

Centennial

Centennial Park is a 32 acre park here in
Huxley and it serves as a reminder of our
community's history. It was dedicated in
1982 to commemorate our 100 year anniver-
sary.

Berhow

Berhow Park is on the west side of Larson
Dr. in Huxley. It is a 6 acre passive park and
it has been a constant reminder of the true
landscape of lowa since 1982.

Memorial

Memorial Park is 1 acre and has been lo-
cated at the south end of Huxley's Main St.
since 1936. It stands as a memorial for the
many people that have given their lives to
sustain our freedom.

Nord Kalsem

Nord-Kalsem has been in the heart of Huxley
since 1918 and is named after D. H. Nord
and O. Kalsem for putting Huxley on the map
with the Huxley horse show. It was named in
their honor in 1987. Nord-Kalsem is a 7 acre
park.

Railroad (amphitheater)

Railroad Park has sat on the far southern
side of Huxley since 1987 as a reminder of
the past railroad system that ran through our
town. Railroad Park has 15 acres.

Trail Ridge

This is the newest park in Huxley. This 1
acre park will be located in the new Tail
Ridge Development off 315th St and adja-
cent to the Heart of lowa Bike Trail.
